Warringah Council recognised the changing nature of the industry in appointing the 
last two Shire Clerks as General Managers and delegating wider authorities to them. 

The legislation also created the position of General Manager as head of all Council 
staff and the only staff appointment to be made by elected Council. Appointment was 
to be after open advertisement, merit selection and on a 5 year performance based 
Contract of Employment.

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2.4 Profiles 1906-2001 
2.4.1 William S. Miller 
Temporary Shire Clerk 1906 -1907 

The boundaries of Shire 131 Warringah were proclaimed in the Government Gazette 
on 7 Mar 1906, together with 132 other proclamations, creating the tier of local 
government.  

William S Miller was appointed temporary Shire Clerk. A conflict arose between the 
Council and the Department of Public Works, Local Government Section, which 
imposed a salary restriction of Two Pounds per week on the position, however the 
Council chose to pay a salary of Three Pounds per week. The minutes of Council 
meetings were handwritten in William Miller’s flourishing style. 

Located on Pittwater Road near the junction of Beacon Hill Road, Brookvale, a 
bungalow served as Council Offices and the Shire Clerk’s residence. A hall leased 
from Mr W Smith served as Council Chambers. Residents engaged in small scale 
primary production; market gardens, dairy and poultry farms and orchards. Brick 
makers and carters worked in quarries and brickworks at Brookvale, Beacon Hill and 
sparsely populated Frenchs Forest. 

2.4.2 Patrick J Carew (Paddy) 
Shire Clerk 1907 - 1913 

A quiet, unassuming man, Patrick Carew served as Shire Clerk for six years. 
An excellent all round athlete, he represented Queensland, NSW and Australia in 
football, cricket; and the Athletic Games and was the best Amateur Heavyweight 
Boxer of the time. 

Amidst opposition from Progress Associations in the northern part of the Shire, a 
tender of Mr D J Farrell of 545 pounds was accepted to build Council offices and 
caretaker’s quarters, the building completed by March 1910. In July 1912, the Council 
let the tender for the construction of the Council Chambers. The Shire Engineer, Mr 
Alan Price, was designer and the contractor, Mr M J Campbell of Manly. The 
building cost 949 pounds and was officially opened in December 1912. Council staff 
served the community from this Shire Hall for 50 years. 

When he handed in his resignation, Council made Patrick Carew an offer which 
would have made him the highest salaried Shire Clerk in the State, but he declined, 
having made a commitment to manage Manly Brick and Tile Company.
